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I can‟t believe that I am sending Fall trends again in the middle of summer when we are sweltering in 98 

degree temperatures with enough humidity to melt the very hairs on your head! Here is some insight 

into what is coming into our stores this fall. 

DID YOU KNOW? 

That trends are decided as early as 18 month prior to the season. There are world wide trade fairs that 

take place where designers and manufacturers go and select their fabrics for the upcoming seasons, and 

then decide on the silhouettes that they will be using for the season. These are somewhat                  

pre-determined and each designer just puts their own spin on things. 

SO WHAT DOES THAT MEAN FOR FALL 2011: 

 Let us just say that this season is going to be interesting! We are BACK in the 80‟s                          and 

early 90‟s by the looks of things….. Think “saved by the Bell” - the TV show loved                                 

by all. With the return of leggings and skinny pants we now have voluminous tops                          with 

“batwings”. The tops are all cut off with the idea of wearing a tank top underneath                                    

to layer. 

So can we make these new looks work for us? If the tops are voluminous try                                                       

a size down. If the pants are too skinny and “sausage casing” like then try a straight cut. BUT don’t avoid 

these new looks altogether because you can add one or two of these new pieces to your wardrobe and 

make them work.
